In terms of political and economic organization the Jews were
certainly more Hellenized after the Maccabean revolution than
before it. But each of the leading Jewish sects of Palestine
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developed a style of life which in its way kept Hellenization on
the surface. A new devotion to the Law (whether written or oral),
an increasingly scrupulous regulation between Divine Wisdom
and human frailty, and finally an intermittent, but very real,
expectation of the turmoils of the Messianic Age reduced the
impact of foreign customs. Hellenism no longer represented a

mortal danger".**
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
